Distinctive chromatic 'falling off' the LH note
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Split between left and right hands inaccurate



Decorating the dominant (D) with a turn
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Root of Chord (C) enclosed in LH
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Phrase is arpeggiated chord tones - repeats several times
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Taking a short motif and moving it up diatonically several times
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Simple phrase repeated several times, adjusted to fit chords

- notes changing with the chords
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Using the #9 (=m3) on Bb7 to add 'bluesy' touch
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RH - Eb major scale as 3rds
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Chromatic phase creates tension - then release on scale tones
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RH - play these note pairs with alternating thumb & index finger
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Short diatonic phrase repeats over changing chords
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LH plays rootless voicings. RH octaves with Pfct5th
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Rising melodic phrase begins in 3rds -
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Increases in volume and density of notes
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F _DPecrescendo & back to smgle notes in R%
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Strongly back in key with chord tones

tf a semitone (and out of key)
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Close position block chords
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All chord tones used in g-nelody - easier to harmonize!
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
